Independence First Aid Squad is hereby recognized as a first aid, rescue or ambulance squad servicing the Township of Mansfield pursuant to the statutes of the State of New Jersey and shall be entitled to all benefits provided by the said statutes to a recognized municipal first aid, rescue or ambulance squad. 

§ 49-2.  Instrumentality of Township.

For purposes of N.J.S.A. 52:27D-126c, 54:27D-126(c), Mansfield Emergency Medical Services, Inc. Independence First Aid Squad shall be considered an agency and instrumentality of the Township of Mansfield.

SECTION 2.  Repealer.  

Any article, section, paragraph, subsection, clause, or other provision of the Code of the Township of Mansfield inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance is hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.
